• Fellows will be selected and all applicants will be 
contacted by Friday, October 16.
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The selection process may be modified based on interest in the program



YOUR COMMITMENTS AS AN HGSE
SUSTAINABILITY FELLOW

• Commit to this role through May 2021
• Meet monthly (virtually) for 30 minutes with the HGSE 

Sustainability Coordinator
• Serve as a sounding board for other fellows' ideas or 

proposals
• Look for opportunities to collaborate with HGSE students, 

staff and faculty, where relevant
• Submit a project proposal for your idea by Friday, October 

30
• Report out on progress in December, March and May
